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RECREATION CENTER AND LIBRARY READY IN SPRING 2012

(i onstruction on the
new Carolina Forest

Recreation Center is sched-
uled to be completed in De-
cember 2011. The center is
budgeted to cost $4 million.
The Carolina Forest Recrea-
tion Center will be approxi-
mately 21,000 sq. feet and
the building will offer a gym
with a walking track, two
multipurpose meeting rooms,
and an exercise room. The
open lobby will provide am-
ple space to have games and
a rock climbing wall. The fa-
cility includes locker rooms
and a kitchen. The center
will also feature a rain gar-
den in one of the two storm-
water ponds, which will be

coordinated with the Horry
County Stormwater Depart-
ment.

The Carolina Forest Library
will be completed in spring
of 2012. The library is budg-
eted to cost $4 million. The
20,000 square foot library
will have the capacity to hold
80,000 books, DVDs, CDs,
paperbacks, large type and
audio books.

The library will host 26 com-
puter stations for the public
to access as well as a public
meeting room, a conference
room that can accommodate
small groups, a young adult
area, and a separate chil-
dren’s area, which will in-
clude its own programming

area. The library will be
handicap accessible and will
feature an enlarged outdoor
book return area.

Both facilities, located on
Carolina Forest Boulevard,
will share a central energy
plant, which will employ a
high efficiency chiller and
ice storage system for heat-
ing and cooling, along with
high efficiency fan wall air
handling units. The on-site
access road will service both
facilities as well as the Pal-
metto Adventure Land Play-
ground, which is featured at
the rear of the site, and other
future amenities like tennis
courts, a pet park, and an am-
phitheater,
